Open-ended questions  
     from the Nicky Fifth series:

from 32 Dandelion Court
Nicky Fifth has learned he will be moving to New Jersey from 
the home and neighborhood he loves in Philadelphia. Discuss a 
time when you had to do something you did not want to do or 
something that made you nervous.

As the oldest child in his family, Nicky has many responsibilities. 
Do you agree or disagree that the eldest child in a family must 
assist with younger brothers and sisters? Support your answers.

from Garden State Adventure
Nicky Fifth believes he is entitled to a Florida vacation for mov-
ing to New Jersey. Instead, his parents plan seven NJ day trips. 
Discuss a time when you thought you were getting something 
you really wanted and it didn’t turn out the way you planned. 
In the end, was it worse than you imagined, the same, or better?

Nicky and his family visit amazing places during their Garden 
State Adventures. Which place would you select if you could 
visit one of the seven? Explain your reasons.

from For Hire
Nicky and T-Bone meet George, an older man, at the mall. In the 
beginning he isn’t very friendly. Discuss a time you met some-
one who seemed unfriendly and how the situation changed?

Nicky is saving his money for a special present for his parents’ 
anniversary. Discuss a time when you worked very hard to 
make someone else happy, whether it was just helping out or 
giving an awesome gift.

from Passport to the Garden State
When Nicky first met T-Bone, he was a history hater. Eventually, 
he grows to love history and becomes a history buff. Discuss 
what kids can learn from history and why it is so important. 

Nicky and T-Bone are honored when asked to serve as Un- 
official Junior Ambassadors. If that was your job, what New 
Jersey places would you share with others and why would you 
select them?



from Nicky Fifth at the Jersey Shore
T-Bone is excited to join the debate club and Nicky is very nervous. Describe a 
time you tried something you weren’t sure about.

Each beach town has its own personality. Describe which shore you would 
prefer to visit and explain why you selected that destination.

Extension Activities
1.	Use a blank map and locate all of the places Nicky and T-Bone visit in the 

series. Select three places you have never visited and compare/contrast. 

2.	Using Map Quest, calculate the mileage from your house to ten destinations 
from the series.

3.	Split New Jersey into four quadrants and place each destination from the  
series in the appropriate sections. Circle the destinations you have visited.

4.	Select one destination and create a travel brochure that would make other 
kids want to visit.

5.	Write a state song using the destinations Nicky and T-Bone discuss.

6.	Research a destination that sounds interesting to you and write a field trip 
proposal for your school. Support your destination with the reasons your 
school should consider visiting.

7.	Select ten destinations from the series and plot their locations on a map. Look 
up the population of each town and order them from largest to smallest.

8.	Draw a panoramic scene of your favorite destination from the series.

9.	Create a diorama of your favorite destination from the series. 

10.	Nicky and T-Bone are best friends, but very different. Create a list of 
character traits for each boy and circle those that apply to you.

11.	Write a letter to a child in another country, describing a destination from 
the series. Use your words to paint a picture of this place.

12.	Visit a destination and create a report with pictures and/or drawings.

13.	Write a letter to the Governor about why preserving New Jersey’s history 
and landmarks is so important.
